Used vehicle exports up 7.6% in

October, Tanzania boosts 74%

In October 2025, used vehicle exports
from Japan increased 7.6% year-on-year to
156,450 units, marking yearly increase for
nine consecutive months. (See Chart and
Table on Page 1)

The export figures based on the trade
statistics of the Ministry of Finance
include used passenger cars, used trucks,
used buses, and used electrified vehicles
(hybrid vehicle, plug-in hybrid vehicle,

and 100% electric vehicle, or BEV).

By destination, United Arab Emirates
(U.A.E.), maintained the largest importer's
position, to which 22,724 units of used
vehicles were exported, off 1.1%
compared to a year-ago result. The
average vehicle price on FOB stood at
approximately 550K yen.

Russia, ranked second, imported 19,302
vehicles from Japan, up 18.8% from a year
earlier. The average vehicle price on FOB
stood at approximately 1.24 million yen,
around 60K yen higher than that of the

previous month.

Exports to Tanzania, ranked third,
jumped 74.3% on the year to 12,505 units.
The average vehicle price on FOB stood
at approximately 654K yen, around 70K
yen higher than that of the previous
month.

Sharp increases were also found in
exports to Cyprus, The UK.,

In contrast, exports to Mongolia and
Myanmar declined 54% and 93%,
respectively.

In the first ten months of 2025, used
vehicle exports were 1,418,317 units, up
10.2% compared to the same period of the
previous year.

Refund for exported used vehicles
totals 136K units, 160M yen in

September
Under the Automobile Recycling Law,

in September, a total of 136K units of
exported used vehicles with refund was
identified by the Automobile Recycling
Promotion Center.

The September figure was up 5.4%
compared to the previous month.
Rufunded recycling fees to exporters
amounted at 160 million yen.

In January-September, exported used
vehicles with refund totaled 1.249 million
units, down 0.4% compared to the same
period of the previous year.
